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The indeterminacy thesis — which centers upon courts — asserts that, in a significant
subset of cases, the law does not produce a single right answer, or {less stringently phrased)
that the available body of legal rules allows more than one outcome, and sometimes
contradictory outcomes. Indeterminacy exists in the failure of law to determine the
outcome in these cases.
