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(A) Lu, who bought a house right alongside the factory, and whose only prayer is that he can carry on working
there until he retires, is now asking himself whether, like other workers faced with redundancy, he will have to
take to the streets or lie down on railway tracks in protest.
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(B) Twenty or 30 years ago, native Taiwanese children almost never went there, and the ones who did were often
driven out, a person from the area says.
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(C) Take, for example, a wife who enthusiastically rushes out to buy winter clothing for her husband to show her
affections, but the husband thinks, "this was purchased with my own money." In such a situation, the value of
"feelings" is greatly discounted.
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(D) Huang spent many sleepless nights during that time, studying the art of composition.
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
